We continue to be grateful for your generosity to and support of the work of the Junior League of Richmond. 

Our last mailing to you was our beautiful Annual Report for 2007. I hope you enjoyed seeing all of our accomplishments summarized in one document. 

I am writing to make you aware that the financial information published in the Annual Report reflected only preliminary data, exclusive of year-end adjustments, accruals, and allocations. The impact of these modifications resulted in a Change of Net Assets of ($4,618), compared to $56,881, as stated in the Annual Report. Enclosed is a revised summary of financial information for the fiscal year ending May 31, 2008. 

The League’s financial records are annually reviewed by the independent accounting firm of Larry Saunders and Associates, CPAs, LLC. In addition to the annual review, the accounting firm prepares the League’s Financial Statements, including the Accountant’s Review Report and Notes to the Financial Statements along with the Form 990 (IRS Return of Organization Exempt from Income Tax) and Form 990-T (IRS Exempt Organization Business Income Tax Return). You may view a full version of these documents at www.jlrichmond.org under the “Support Us” section. Please note that there are variations between the Financial Statements and the Form 990 due to IRS reporting requirements, such as netting of Special Events Revenues and Expenses and exclusion of in-kind donations. 

The Junior League of Richmond deeply values the importance of accuracy in all we undertake, particularly our financial reporting. We deeply regret this error.
